	Prime Function of Role:

	A key member of teaching staff within the Lighting Department. To support and deputise for the Head of Lighting in all duties related to the running of the Lighting Department and the Teaching of Technical Theatre Arts lighting students. 




	Accountabilities:

	
1. Deputise the delivery of teaching to a very high standard, consistent with program specifications. This includes contributing to program development, timetable, student appraisal and performance in Lighting roles and all production related issues across the course.

2. Work with the Head of Lighting and other members of the Technical Theatre Arts (TTA) faculty to ensure co-ordination and integration of teaching, curriculum and planning of courses and production work, including participating in regular planning and review meetings.

3. Mentoring and monitoring the development of students specializing in lighting, ensuring that regular and detailed assessment and feedback is provided, including the provision of remedial/tailored tuition as required.

4. Shared responsibility for the co-ordination and provision of student professional work placements, and provision of career guidance and professional development within the area of Lighting.

5. Show an active interest in keeping up to date with current and emerging professional practices and trends.

6. Contribute to the overall work and direction of RADA, through attendance and leading participation at Academy meetings such as Student Profile meetings and TTA staff meetings.

7. Liaise with guest directors, designers and other freelance staff to support students learning work on RADA productions and events.

8. Ensuring compliance with current Health and Safety, best practice and legislation in the area of Lighting.

9. Represent RADA internally and externally at appropriate committee and organisational level nationally and internationally, and within Education and Industry – e.g. EQUITY, ALPD, ALPD Educators Group, PLASA, ABTT, BECTU, etc.

10. Manage, book and supervise Associate Tutors in Lighting during peak periods, supporting them in the delivery of mentoring during productions. 

11. Occasionally lead the Department in lieu of the Head of Lighting. E.G – Annual Leave, Professional Development.

· Work with Head of Lighting on development and implementation of additional  specialist content for RADA’s website.

· Work with Head of Lighting on the development of widening participation initiatives  in the area of theatre lighting.

· Work with the Head of Lighting on continuing physical infrastructure upgrades and  technological advancement in order to keep the training at state of the art.

· Facilitate lighting requirements for extracurricular events such as Development & RADA business events.

· Support the Head of Lighting in the management and oversight of departmental budgets. 

· Take a lead in the area of Stores Management, Maintenance and Maintenance Planning, including EET/PAT Testing and Consumables management.
